Rural women'’s role in agriculture never recognised as their contribution to family and the overall
economy. However, out of the only 13.5 million (20 percent) women taking part in Pakistan’s labour
force, seven million women working in agriculture considered to be family business so always unpaid.
The overall labour force participation rate of women in Pakistan is 20% as the global percentage of
39%.

In recent years floods badly affected livelihood of people in the agriculture sector which badly
impacted income of average farmer’s family. Consequently, decreased in income means women are
the firstin the family deprived of access to health facilities, food and on top of that forced to extra work
to raise family income.

By raising the legal
age of marriage from 16 to 18, the government aims to curb the harmful practice of child marriage, which often
deprives girls of education, health, and opportunities for personal growth. This law aligns with international
standards and underscores the importance of protecting girls from early marriages that lead to serious physical,
emotional, and social consequences. It also empowers young women to pursue their aspirations and ensures they
are not forced into adult responsibilities before they are ready.

Under the EU-funded “Growth for Rural Advancement and Sustainable Progress (GRASP)” project, trainings
were provided to women entrepreneurs on digital entrepreneurship, livestock rearing, and information on
climate-resistant crops. This brought about a positive change for women farmers, empowering them to drive
change, influence policies, and cope with social and climate challenges for the benefit of entire communities.

Moreover, we’ve introduced alternative dispute resolution mechanisms,
trained 141 judges, and handled over 475,000 calls through the Sindh Legal Advisory Call Center since 2014.
